From the President’s desk…


As I stood looking out my kitchen window, waiting for the coffee to finish brewing, I happened to notice that there was a wasp nest being made on the front porch railing….curious things, wasps!  There was one wasp, who, I supposed,was the nest inspector.  They seemed to be going all over the outside of the nest…checking for whatever, they check for.  The previous day’s work must have passed inspection, because all of a sudden there were 6 or 10 wasps getting to work building the nest.  It was like the inspector had sounded the morning get to work bell.  I was curious as to how they made that paper thin nest housing.  So I checked the web, you can find anything on the web, and I mean anything.  This is what I found: Wasps make their nests out of wood pulp, the same material used to make paper. The insects scrape wood from fences, trees, buildings, electric line poles and other sources. After collecting the material, the female worker chews the wood pulp to mix it with her saliva. Wasp saliva helps make the fibers soft, damp and malleable. After the chewing period, she adds the paste to the nest structure. Then she spreads and flattens it out with her mandibles and legs. When the pulp dries, it turns into a strong, hard paper, similar to card stock.  How interesting, no wonder it feels like paper, not that I have felt many wasps nests.  I will check on their progress though out the summer, but when the cold weather gets here and they are sleeping, I will relocate it, believe me!
