Co. is a manufacturer located in Waverly, Iowa and is the maker of RADA Cutlery. The company has been manufacturing 100% American-made cutlery since being founded in 1948. They are famous for their solid aluminum handles on their cutlery.  RADA Cutlery was first produced shortly after World War II. Surplus military knife blades were available at a fraction of their value. The process for casting aluminum handles was developed. The availability of surplus blades was brief and was soon replaced by the high quality, surgical grade stainless steel blades still used today.
