A friend of mine is a wood carver and he was carving one of these one time we were camping, I realized it was an eagle, but not sure what it was for.  He explained that the carving club he belongs to carves the head than they are attached to the walking stick.  The Eagle Cane project was found in 2004.  His carving club has chosen to give the Eagle head walking sticks to local veterans who have served in wartime since World War II. Each of the veterans receiving a cane has served active duty during at least one of our war times.


The practice of honoring service men and women through a cane presentation ceremony dates back to the Civil War as a sign of respect and honor for wounded troops. The bald eagle carved onto the cane is emblematic of service, as a symbol of the United States. Additionally, Native Americans believed that warriors wounded on the battlefield returned as eagles. The eagle cane presentation is means to honor veterans for personal sacrifice.
