Olympics in Saco, Maine





Young School in Saco has about 300 students and serves K-2nd grade.  The students recently learned about Sochi Russia and the Olympics.  Each of the 19 classrooms was assigned a Country.  They learned about their Country and the Olympians from that Country.  They then “represented” their Country at the Young School Winter Olympics.  They had an opening Ceremony, complete with the Parade of Countries before going onto Olympic Events.  Because of the cold weather (subzero that day) all events were held inside.  They included “(Styrofoam) snowball toss”, Scooter races, Snow sculpture (using modeling clay); floor hockey, and big foot races among others.  The kids enjoyed the Olympics until lunch time.  They even made “bagel bears for snack time (because the Sochi Olympic mascot was a bear.) 


The Olympic torch was carried into the opening ceremony by Principal Dr. Peter Harrison.  After the Olympics, Christina Shea, President of the Portland Council brought the torch around to classrooms so the students could have an up close look at the torch and hear a bit about the 84 Summer Olympics in LA.
